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Final Evaluation
Introduction for Teachers

The final evaluation for Contemporary America should challenge students to deateonstr
what they know and how they can use that knowledge meaningfully. Students should
combine mastery of knowledge with critical thinking, group participation, and oral and
written communication. The final evaluation should take the form of a project, which
should be started after the bulk of Unit VII has been completed. This will give students a
common base of knowledge so that they can make intelligent choices of topics. Students
should select these topics primarily from materials in the fourth markingdpaithough

the teacher may allow some teams to select topics from other units. The teacher should
work closely with each group to help them narrow down the topics so that the work can
be completed within a twaveek period. The last two weeks of the sd¢h@ar should be

used for group topic selection, gathering of a portfolio of individual research, and group
planning and decisiemaking.

Teachers of Contemporary America should plan together so that their time in the IMC
does not conflict and so that m@&dnaterials are readily available for all classes. It is
suggested that students be allowed to check out materials on an overnight basis only
during the last two weeks of school.
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Procedure for Teachers

1. Selection of Problems/Topics (Benchmark)

The team of students working together should use the included potential topic sheet,
as well as the topics discussed in class during the fourth marking period, to choose a
problem of interest. After a topic is chosen and initial research is done to tinatre
information is available, the team should type a project proposal. The project proposal
should indicate the problem as well as the potential solutions that will be researched.

It is helpful for the students to express their topic in the form ofoal@m so that
they can begin to research plausible solutions. For example, gun control is not a
problem; the high percentage of American handgun deaths is a problem.

2. Research Guidelines

Research should be conducted using the IMC resources availablell aas viee
Internet. Credible sources should be judged based upon the author, publisher, and
date of publication. Special care should be taken with web sites found on the Internet
to insure the quality of information. Each individual teacher can deteramne
appropriate balance of sources (type and number).

3. Analysis of Research to Produce Possible Solutions

Following the analysis of research, the groups should narrow their focus to a
minimum of threefour potential resolutions to their research topic.sEhalternatives
should then be judged by measurable criteria determined through group discussion.

4. Creating a Works Cited Page (Benchmark)

Every source that is used for the research of this topic should be cited. Proper
formatting can be found through emple sheets provided by the IMC. The required
number of sources and type of sources shall be determined by the individual teacher.

Any material that is borrowed from another source and is documented within the

position paper, or in any part of the presdioh, must be cited using a brief
parenthetical reference. The format for parenthetical referencing can be found in

6. Presentation Outlines (Benchmark)

Once the research is complete, the students should focus on the preparation
necessary for presenting this information to the class. Each presentation should last a
minimum of 20 minutes per group and a maximum of 30 minutes per group. To
accomplish this requirement, the team should create and type a presentation outline
specificto their topic. This outline should serve to organize the information, assign
speaking roles, and explain the various presentation materials that will be used in the
project.

7. Preparation of Audio/Visual Presentation Aids

Throughout the year, various temlogies and audio/video presentation resources
will have been used. Each student in the group is required to include at least one type
of visual aid to their presentation. The group will have the flexibility to choose which
format this audio/visual aid itake.

8. Grading the Final Project (Portfolio)
The benchmark activities may be graded as part of the fourth marking period. The
final exam grade will be a product of the portfolio turned in by each student and the

Each team will select a current problem in American society. This problem should be
one which your team feels is of most interest to them as a group. Possible topics can
evolve by way of general class discussion, from a@sspresented in the fourth
marking period, or from potential problems suggested by the teacher. Once the topic
is selected, initial research should be conducted to narrow the focus of the research
and prepare a typed presentation proposal.

The project poposal will be graded as the first benchmark activity and will count
towards your fourth marking period grade. The purpose of the project proposal is to
help your group focus their research and begin the decision making process.

2. Research Guidelines

Resarch should be conducted using the IMC resources available as well as the
Internet. Credible sources should be judged based upon the author, publisher, and
date of publication. Special care should be taken with web sites found on the Internet
to insure lhe quality and validity of researched information. Each individual teacher
will determine an appropriate balance of sources (type and number).

Individual Focus:

Each student will work individually to research the group problem and develop an
individual focus. Individual preparation may involve IMC research, data

gathering via interviews, development of an expressive activity, and/or
development of a personal perspective.

Team Sharing of Research:

Each team member formally presents to his fellow team beesnthe material

he/ she has prepared. The team shoul d
that the entire group becomes knowledgeable about the various aspects of the
team problem. There should be opportunities for criticism, support, checks for

point of convergence and divergence, and feedback.

3. Analysis of Research to Produce Possible Solutions
Following the analysis of research, your group should narrow their focus to a

minimum of threefour potential resolutions to their research topic. Thesergtives
should then be judged by measurable criteria determined through group discussion.
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
