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PHILOSOPHY/RATIONALE

Psychology is a one semester elective open to all juniors and seniors. This course focuses on the
study of individual behavior and includes 9 major areas of study. Beginning with an introduction
to the founding of Psychology, students examine the history and methods of this behavioral
science. The first unit will also include an overview of the brain and its biology. A study of the
human senses and perception will take place in Unit Il. Unit Il will concentrate on human
consciousness. In Unit IV, the major theorists on learning are presented with the practical
applications these theories suggest. The major types of memory and the techniques included to
improve memory will take up Unit V. The various views of Intelligence and the means of testing
it are studied in Unit VI. Human development from birth through adolescence, adulthood, and
old age are studied in Unit VII. Unit VIII focuses on personality with particular emphasis on the
Freudian view and the means of assessing personality. The last part of the course, Unit 1X, will
focus on abnormal psychology; which will examine the causes, symptoms, and treatment of
mental disorders.

Our intent is to offer students a general overview of the subject and to use recent discoveries and
research as an integral part of the course.
